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Face Masks And "Cures"

Peaple are also buying face masks like there's no tomorrov. They are clearing out
shelves. The evidence, however, strongly suggests that masks are a waste of time for most
people. For weeks, health experts have said that the main reason to buy a mask isif you are
sick. In that case, the mask stops you from spreading the virus when you cough or sneeze.

Some people have also started selling and buying supplements to "cure” coronavirus, Ifwe
examined exactly why each immunity-boosting tea or pillis worthless, we'd be here until the
d of time, There s a clear lack of evidence that any of these supplements work.

‘That brings us to one of the scariest parts of the coronavirus, which may be what really has
people on edge. Most of the recommendations from health experts are things that other
people have to do: Wearing masks when you're sick. Staying home if you feel unwell.
Covering your mouth and nose when you cough or sneeze. Seeking medical care early if you
‘have symptoms.

Relying on other people can be scary. It means not having much control over your own fate.
‘Nobody likes this. Yes, you can and should make an effort o wash your hands more and stop
touching our face. However, doing these things doesn't make us much feel safer. We need
everyone else to be making informed choices, too.

Ithink that is really what the panic is all about. People are trying to deal with their fear by
taking action. These actions give them a feeling of control in a scary, chaotic situation. We
all want to do something to keep ourselves from getting sick, even ifit's probably not going
to work. Buying 15 tubs of hand sanitizer makes us feel protected — even if we'd be just as
el off buying a normel bar of hand sozp.

We may not have control over
everything, but it important to remember that there are evidence-based things you can do
o help protect yoursel. The World Health Organization studies global publi heall This
group has published simple tips on its website. Anyone can follow these tips. They include
washing your hands more often and practicing not touching your face. This advice may seem
‘boring, but often the best advice is boring!

In the end, the most important thing to dois not to panic. People often panic when they hear
the word "pandemic.” Many associate that word with the spread of very serious, deadly
diseases. The nest time you hear this word, take a deep breath. Remember that "pandemic”
describes hov a disease spreads, not how serious it .
